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OPERATION
1.	Position OctaClean in the center of the area to be exposed to UV-C 

light. Make sure no people, animals, or plants are in the space.
2.	Secure the removable power cord to the back of the housing. Connect 

the plug to a 120 V, 60 Hz grounded power outlet.
3.	Press the Power button. The default exposure run time will show in 

minutes on the display panel (15 minutes).
4.	Set the exposure run time by pressing the arrow buttons. Changing 

the run time will set a new default.

5.	When ready to initiate, press the Start/Stop button and exit the room 
within 60 seconds. The exposure run time begins after a 60 second 
countdown. OctaClean will automatically turn off after the run time has 
ended. 

6.	If needed, reposition OctaClean to expose obstructed areas and 
repeat the procedure.

To restart the full exposure cycle, press the Start/Stop button or use 
the remote to restart operation. 

LOCKOUT MODE
Lockout mode prevents OctaClean from operating when someone is in 
the room. During Lockout mode, PAUSE appears on the display. Lockout 
mode is initiated when one of the following events occurs: 
•	 Motion is detected during last 10 seconds of the 60 second 

countdown.  
•	 Motion is detected within 10 seconds before a remote button push. 
•	 Motion is detected during operation.

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REMOTE CONTROL
The remote control allows you to operate OctaClean from outside the 
room up to 100 feet (31 meters). 
To initiate OctaClean using the remote:

2.	Plug the power cord into 120 V, 60 Hz 
grounded power outlet, and then press the 
Power button.

3.	Set the desired exposure run time (minutes) 
by pressing the arrow buttons. Exit the room. 

4.	Press A or B on the remote. OctaClean will 
run for the set run time. If motion is detected, 
reenter the room and press the Start/Stop 
button.

To stop operation using the remote, press A or B. The exposure run 
time will reset. 

Pairing a replacement remote
If you lose your original remote, contact PureUV for a replacement. 
To pair a new remote with OctaClean:
1.	Connect power and turn on OctaClean. Locate the pairing button on 

the underside of the housing. 
2.	Press and hold the pairing button on the receiver 

board. Wait one second.
3.	Press the A button on the new remote. 
4.	Repeat this process for the B button.

2.	Gently pull the bulb upward to loosen from the connector, and then 
carefully remove the bulb with a downward and outward motion. 
Repeat for remaining bulbs.

3.	Insert the new bulb(s) and secure in place. 
4.	Dispose of bulbs in accordance with local regulations.

Replacing the ballasts
1.	Disconnect power and gently tilt and lay OctaClean on a sturdy 

surface with the wheel side down.
2.	Remove the four screws securing the ballast assembly to the housing.
3.	Carefully pull the assembly outward to expose the ballasts.
4.	Disconnect the wiring harnesses.
5.	Remove and replace the old ballasts.
6.	Reconnect the wiring harnesses and secure the ballast plate to the 

housing using the four screws.
